The last remaining wooden whaleship in the world, 
the Charles W. Morgan is one of four National 
Historic Landmark vessels at Mystic Seaport. Built 
in 1841 in New Bedford, MA, the Morgan served as 
a whaling vessel until 1921, making 37 voyages and 
sailing to all the earth’s oceans. She was acquired 
by Mystic Seaport in 1941, and as the “crown jewel” 
of the Museum’s collection, has since welcomed 
more than 20 million visitors. In the fall of 2008, 
the Morgan was hauled out at the Museum’s Henry 
B. duPont Preservation Shipyard and is currently 
undergoing a three-year, $5 million restoration.

L.A. Dunton - Fishing Schooner

Large schooners like the L.A. Dunton represent the final form of sailing 
vessels that served as the mother ship for a fleet of 10 or more dories 
used to set and haul lines. Designed by Thomas F. McManus, the Dunton 
was built by Arthur D. Story and launched from his well-known yard at 
Essex, MA, in 1921. The schooner fished for haddock and halibut from 
Georges Bank to the Grand Banks, landing her catches in Boston. At 123 
feet, 3 inches over all, she is one of the few remaining vessels of her type in 
the country and probably the last large engineless fishing schooner built.

The Dunton was owned and commanded by Captain Felix J. Hogan from 
1921 to 1932. Hogan was a fun–loving skipper who played cards with  
his crew and was known for dancing the jig. The skipper would have  
loved tonight’s performance highlighting his boat!

Don Braden

A highly praised musician, 
composer and educator, Braden 
has toured the world with jazz 
greats such as Betty Carter, 
Wynton Marsalis, Tony Williams, 
Freddie Hubbard and Roy Haynes. 
He has recorded on nearly 50 CDs 
as a sideman and has produced 
13 CDs as a leader. Braden has 
also composed countless concerts 
and for a number of independent 
films and television, including 
the CBS sitcom Cosby. He has 
worked as an adjunct professor at 

William Paterson University and was one of the recipients 
of the Doris Duke Foundation New Works composer’s grant 
in 2000. Since 1998 he has been the music director of the 
Litchfield Jazz camp and serves as the President of the 
Board of Directors for Litchfield Performing Arts.

Born in Cincinnati, OH, and raised in Louisville, KY, 
Braden’s first exposure to music came from his parents’ 
record collection and from radio.  Over the years he has 
developed an extensive knowledge of every aspect of jazz 
performance. He is an imaginative and technically excellent 
saxophonist, and his harmonic and rhythmic sophistication 
gives him a unique approach to improvising, as well as to 
composing and arranging. Most importantly, Braden has  
a beautiful sound and he swings! All of this, combined with 
his joyous yet disciplined personality, makes him one of  
the most important young musicians working today. 

Band Members

Vincent Gardner - Trombone - An alumnus of The Jazz at 
Lincoln Center Orchestra, Gardner has toured with The 
Duke Ellington Orchestra, Bobby McFerrin, The Count 
Basie Orchestra and others.

Joris Teepe - Bass - Originally from the Netherlands, 
Teepe has worked with a “who’s who in jazz” from Benny 
Golsen to Randy Becker to Rashied Ali.

Xavier Davis - Keyboard, Pianist - “ Xavier Davis, simply 
knows how to make every note on his instrument sing,  
and he invariably finds the richest area of the keyboard  
for voicing,” said writer Bob Blumenthal. He’s worked  
with many great jazz musicians, including Betty Carter.

Cecil Brooks III - Drums - A second generation drummer 
and band leader, he has produced more than 40 recordings 
on the Muse, High Note and Savant labels for artists  
ranging from John Hicks to Arthur Blythe to Don Braden.

Historic Fishing Vessels

Nellie - Oyster Sloop

Built at Smithtown, Long Island, in 1891, the sloop Nellie was used for 
fishing and oyster dredging under sail along the Connecticut shore and 
in the relatively shallow Great South Bay of Long Island. Sloops of this 
type were characterized by their shoal draft and centerboards. A large 
and powerful sail plan gave the oyster sloop a turn of speed comparable 
to that of many yachts. As demand increased and great numbers of 
oysters were taken, exploitation, pollution and other factors contributed 
to the destruction of many of the publicly-owned natural oyster beds. 
To limit the wholesale exploitation and give the individual oysterman 
an equal chance, legislation as early as the 1880s prohibited the use of 
power vessels for oyster dredging on the natural beds. Thus the lives of 
sailing craft used for this purpose were prolonged.

Emma C. Berry - Noank Smack

One of the oldest surviving commercial vessels in America, the  
Emma C. Berry was built in 1866 at the R & J Palmer shipyard by 
James A. Latham. Designed to the specifications of a Noank “smack”– 
an able craft well-known from Maine to the Caribbean – she is a sloop 
rig carrying a large mainsail, two headsails and, for light weather, 
a gaff topsail. Her storage well for catch is a truncated pyramidal 
construction amidships into which water flowed through holes in 
the bottom hull planking, keeping the catch alive for delivery to the 
markets. The Emma C. Berry fished for cod and mackerel and was 
designated a National Historic Landmark in 1995. She was named  
after Captain John Henry Berry’s daughter.

Florence - Dragger

The fishing boat Florence is the only working dragger in a museum 
collection. She represents the evolution from sail to engine power of small 
inshore fishing boats, a transition which was firmly established by 1910, 
and is a vessel type which drags a conical net across the bottom to gather 
fish. Built in Mystic in 1926 by Franklin G. Post, her first engine was a  
65 h.p. 6-cylinder standard model by Lathrop. She fished alongshore and 
out past Montauk Point and Block Island in search of flounder and cod.
